University Awards:

The Benjamin G. Brown Scholarship is awarded to seniors who have shown promise in scientific research fields other than chemistry.  (Amount: $10,520.87, 5 students) 

The Class of 1947 Victor Prather Prize is awarded to students from the College of Engineering, the College of Liberal Arts, and Jackson College.  Recipients are engineering or science majors who have demonstrated excellence in scientific research, enthusiasm for the pursuit of knowledge, and a dedication to scholarly achievement.  
(Amount: $6493, 3 students) 

The Audrey Butvay Gruss Science Award  is awarded annually, with preference for a female student, to an individual who has demonstrated outstanding academic work in any of the sciences and who is a scholarship recipient. This award was established in 1992 by Audrey Butvay Gruss, an alumna of Jackson College. 

(Amount: $8989.80, 4 students)


The Class of 1911 Prize Scholarships honors seniors of engaging personality who, from matriculation as freshmen to their senior year, have made most progress as measured both by academic record and by successful participation in extracurricular activities of enduring worth. (Amount: $7629.48, 3 students)

Department Awards:

The N. Hobbs Knight Prize Scholarship in Physics.  The scholarship provides two annual awards to be presented to two juniors or seniors who are majoring in physics and who have demonstrated outstanding ability in theoretical and experimental physics.   
(2011 Amount:  $450, 2 students) 

The Amos Emerson Dolbear Scholarship.  Awarded to two seniors who have shown promise in the field of either EE or physics.  (2011 Amount:  $5141.29, 2 students)

The Howard Sample Prize Scholarship in Physics.  Given annually to undergraduate students for outstanding performance in Physics 11 and Physics 12. 
(2011 Amount:  $3964.33, 7 students)  

Degrees with Honors 

“Distinction (cum laude) is conferred at commencement on liberal arts students who achieved a record of five credits of A or A- in satisfying their concentration requirements, including related fields, and whose cumulative average for all courses is 3.50 or better.

High distinction (magna cum laude) may be conferred at commencement on liberal arts students who achieved a record of six credits of A or A- in satisfying their concentration requirements, including related fields, and whose cumulative average for all courses is 3.65 or better. Students must be recommended in writing by their departmental chairperson or advisory committee. 

Highest distinction (summa cum laude) may be conferred at commencement on liberal arts students who achieved a record of six credits of A or A- in satisfying their concentration requirements, and whose cumulative average for all courses is 3.80 or better. Such candidates must also have earned at least one credit of A or A- in four of the five areas of the distribution requirement. All of these A or A- grades must be received in courses offered by a department or interdisciplinary program at Tufts. Please note that Advanced Placement scores are not interpreted as grades.

It is important to emphasize that the numerical criteria for magna cum laude and summa cum laude determine only eligibility for consideration; actual award of these honors is contingent on departmental recommendation. A description of additional departmental criteria (such as independent research) for honors recommendations is available from each academic department. In addition, for students recommended for summa cum laude, the department must supply a letter supporting the recommendation. Finally, summa cum laude is awarded only by special vote of the entire faculty, recognizing extraordinary achievement in the breadth, as well as the depth, of the student’s intellectual development. Students whose record includes a serious disciplinary infraction will not normally be eligible for summa cum laude honors. Exceptions to this policy can be made only after disclosure by the Dean of Student Affairs of the details of the infraction and subsequent vote by the Liberal Arts and Jackson Committee on Academic Standing and Honors. Grades in courses taken at institutions other than Tufts shall not be considered as criteria for honors. Exceptions to this rule are courses taken through cross-registration, the Swarthmore Exchange Program, the Mystic Seaport Program, or Tufts programs abroad.”
